Internet Final Exam Javascript Assignment




200 points

Your assignment is to make two web pages.  You may use either simple HTML or HTML with CSS for these pages.

Your job is to make a series of 2 web pages that shows what you have learned this semester.  On the first page, you must write at least 3 paragraphs, giving information that you think is pertinent regarding HTML, CSS and Javascript.  You must use at least 3 sources of information, and cite them in the body of your paragraphs.

Your first page must include:

1. Proper HTML (and CSS if used) coding

2. A title (in the head section, not just in the body)

3. A background color or image that allows the information you present to be easily read

4. Three paragraphs of information, each with a different color of text
5. Proper citation of sources

6. A table with at least one image included

7. A link from the image to the source of that image

8. At least one list

9. A link to the second page from this page

10. Your name and the date last updated at the bottom of the page

This page MUST be named “semtwoxx.html”, where xx are your initials.  

Your second page must include a quiz using JavaScript.  You should use forms, buttons, if/else, and any other JavaScript you have learned to make a page that will quiz the user and respond to their answers.  The response should indicate if the user’s answer was correct or not.  No new information should be on this page, it is simply a review/quiz page.  You must have at least 5 questions and responses coded using JavaScript functions on this page.  You may name it anything appropriate, but make sure the name is unique (no one else will name it the same).

You can see an example of a quiz web page at:  http://animal.discovery.com/fansites/meerkat/quiz/trivia.html  .  I do NOT expect yours to be as complicated, but make it look good, make the responses meaningful, and ask reasonable questions.
