Internet Syllabus

Course description: This class is designed as an overview of Internet research, evaluation of information and presentation of research.  Topics covered will be history of computers and the Internet, methods of research, evaluation of Internet sources and web page design.  Oral reports, Powerpoint, and HTML will be used to communicate research results.  Both the Colorado Standards for Information Literacy and Prepared Graduate Competencies in Reading, Writing and Communicating will be used for evaluation.
Colorado Standards for Information Literacy

STANDARD 8

The information literate student contributes positively to the learning community and to society and practices ethical behavior in regard to information and information technology.

STANDARD 9

The information literate student contributes positively to the learning community and to society and participates effectively in groups to pursue and generate information.

Colorado Prepared Graduate Competencies in Reading, Writing and Communication

1.  Prepared graduates deliver organized and effective oral presentations for diverse audiences and varied purposes.

2. Prepared graduates demonstrate comprehension of a variety of informational, literary and persuasive texts.

3. Prepared graduates seek feedback, self assess, and reflect on personal learning while engaging with increasingly more difficult texts.

4. Prepared graduates engage in a wide range of nonfiction and real-life reading experiences to solve problems, judge the quality of ideas, or complete daily tasks.

7. Prepared graduates discriminate and justify a position using traditional lines of rhetorical argument and reasoning.

8. Prepared graduates gather information from a variety of sources; analyze and evaluate the quality and relevance of the source; and use it to answer complex questions.

9. Prepared graduates use primary, secondary, and tertiary written sources to generate and answer research questions.

10. Prepared graduates evaluate explicit and implicit viewpoints, values, attitudes, and assumptions concealed in speech, writing and illustration.

11. Prepared graduates demonstrate the use of a range of strategies, research techniques, and persistence when engaging with difficult texts or examining complex problems or issues.

12. Prepared graduates exercise ethical conduct when writing, researching, and documenting sources.

Class Rules:

1.  Treat everyone and all class equipment with respect.  I expect every person in the class to have and show respect for him- or herself and for others.  That means that all of us will strive to respect the possessions, personal space, feelings and ideas of everyone in the classroom and school.  Everyone should always try to be courteous and understanding toward fellow humans.

2.  Participate appropriately in class. 

3.  Be on time to class and be prepared for class!

4.  Be on task.  This is NOT time for checking your email or listening to music.  Activities that are not task related will receive one warning.  If the inappropriate behavior continues, the student will be removed from computer use for one class period.  Assignment due dates will not change!
Instructional and grading methods to be used:

1. Problems, projects and worksheets--usually, but not always, study topics have associated problem sets, projects, or worksheets.  A large portion of your grade will be based on completion of projects and worksheets.  Assignments are due on the day indicated, and will not be accepted more than three (3) days late. If you are absent, it is your responsibility to obtain any assignments that may have been made while you were gone. 

2. Class participation--each student is awarded 5 points per day for participation. These points may be lost by disruptive behavior. Try to be in class, and be on your best behavior, so that all of us can learn. 

3. Examinations--you should expect to take a test over some subjects such as history of computers and the Internet and terminology. Byers High School grading system applies. 

4. Semester examination--the semester exam in this class is cumulative in content, and makes up 10% of the semester grade. Each quarter grade contributes to the semester grade.
